Abstract Objective: To study therapeutic effects of two methods ( arthroscopic operation and open
surgery) in the treatment of ligament injuries caused by knee dislocation. Methods: T hirteen patients with knee
dislo cations were treated from 1994 to 2003, of which 7 patients were treated with open surgery ( Group A)
and 6 with arthroscope operation ( Group B) to repair and reconstruct anterior cruciate ligaments, posterior
cruciate ligaments and associated injuries. The clinical results of the two groups were evaluated. Results: Ac
cording to Lysholm criteria of knee joint function, the average score of Group A was 47,70,76 at 3rd, 6th and
12th months after operation, and Group B were 61, 86, 91 respectively. Conclusion: The athroscopic method
possesses better effect and can produce a rapid recovery.
